Minutes of Serra Mesa Planning Group Regular Meeting.

Thursday, 21 May 2009
Serra Mesa/Kearny Mesa Library Community Room, 9005 Aero Dr.
Meeting called to order at 7:01 pm by chair D Wescott.

A few minutes after the meeting was called to order, a quorum was present. However, no action items were presented requiring a vote.

Community Forum: 
· Planning Group minutes are missing from the group’s website. 

· Tom Wright-The agenda needs to be emailed more than 2 days ahead of time.

· Monica Fuentes-The shopping center is turning into a pig sty. The first Saturday of June the Friends of Ruffin Canyon will have a clean-up.

· Carl Demas-There is a thought circulating in the community that a path between the library and park would make an excellent Eagle Scout project

· Geralyn Smith-She took photos of the alley behind the shopping center of trash & graffiti and forwarded them to Donna Frye’s office & code enforcement. The gas station canopy is in disrepair for repainting. The manager Steve has been spoken with.

· Cindy Moore-The Community Council sent a letter regarding the shopping center. She also wondered if the gas station is in conformance with its CUP.

· Jackie Ander-Perhaps someone could speak to the military housing liaison about large items like mattresses & sofas being left in the alley.

· Tom Wright-Perhaps a letter could be sent to the Navy commander or congressional rep’s office suggesting that a dumpster be stationed in the alley.

· It was noted that the Serra Mesa street fair is scheduled to be at the Rec Center this year due to problems with the owner of the shopping center.

· Brian Peterson-The Grantville Action Group’s video has been removed from the Youtube web site due to complaints. Suspicion is the action was developer initiated. 
· There will be a meeting to develop a bicycle master plan governing a bike lane network on June 10.

· Jackie Ander -There is to be a land use workshop addressing the issue of airspace around Montgomery Field.

· Doug Wescott noted and thanked the Grant Family for their donation of 17 acres in Mission Valley on the San Diego River, in connection with developing Quarry Falls.  The land has been donated to the San Diego River Park Foundation for a park and river information center.

· Brian Schoenfisch -There is an ongoing effort to update & streamline the Community Orientation Workshop (COW). It is now online. Also, the tunnel under Friar’s Road is scheduled to be opened in late June with the dedication in July, pending officials’ schedules. 
· Mission Valley community plan update is included in the current budget. Community plan updates frequently impact surrounding stake holders in a cluster. However in Mission Valley’s case, it touches on so many other communities that it is being considered in isolation. The Quarry Falls development has been approved without the Phyllis Place connection.

· The West Aero Drive Streetscape guideline is shown as Exhibit A to the Kearney Mesa community plan. The streetscape was originally proposed in connection with the Palladium project. It has since become separated for political reasons. The draft plan is due in November. The guidelines in current form are on the internet. Written comments will be accepted until July 1. · Doug commented that Serra Mesa Community Council takes a more active role in projects and shares feedback with the Planning Group.

· Dicken Hall noted that when sending comments about the West Aero Streetscape study, to Brian S., cc them to Doug.

· Brad-An idea from Vicky Estrada’s presentation perhaps the west Aero landscape guide could include bioswale in the center median. As is there is only drainage on the north side of the street.

· Monica-The streetscape should exclude eucalyptus and fan palms.

· Cindy-Sandrock needs traffic calming and a bike lane, perhaps like Murray Ridge. There is a frontage road extending in front of the adult education building and parallel to Aero Drive. Does anybody know how it happened or who the legal owner is? 
· Angier & Wedgeforth elementary schools are being improved with developer fees for joint use by the schools & public. The principal of one school is not being very cooperative & wants a fence instead of a dog park.

· Bob-NCAS Miramar will be doing proscribed burns. Military housing is going to be developed off Santo Road.

· Tom-Speed bumps have been installed on Chantilly affecting people taking the shortest route to Murray Ridge Park.

· Brad-Visited the Metro Biosolids Center. The facility is very automated. 30 staff are present during the day, but only two people are necessary after hours. One product is class B biosolids that are used as fertilizer on non-edible crops. Another product is electricity produced from solar cells
