	There is a cleanup scheduled for December 4 at the Shawn Canyon

Ashley and Arthur from San Diego State Poli Sci program, distributed information 
	about a Clean Election initiative.

Sandrock Gas Station
There was discussion and an update on the Neighborhood Code 
Compliance action against the Station.  A hearing on the violations was 
held at the end of October.  It was determined that the owner was in 
violation, as listed by NCC, and that the owner was liable for $77,000 in 
fines, which could be reduced to about $11,000 if he cleared up certain 
violations by December 1, and the rest of the violations by January, 2011.

	Doug announced it is in escrow, and we will know more in January.


Legislative Aides Community Planner:

	San Diego River Park Master Plan is moving forward.  There will be 
	several Community Plan Amendments necessary.  All plans and 
	documents are online, or call him with questions.  The San Diego Park 
	Coalition meets tomorrow, at which more details will be presented.

Agenda Items:

Phyllis Place Road Connection
	James introduced a revised position paper, updated from the one approved November of last year.  The revision includes mitigated traffic impact data, which the previous one did not.  It still makes the case that the connection would not improve traffic in Serra Mesa or Civita/Quarry Falls, and almost no positive results even for Mission Valley.  This revised document consists of four pages of text and eight pages of tables.

There was further discussion on the community plan amendment needed to allow this connection, and whether approval by the City Council went so far as to mandate it’s construction.  According to Brian Schoenfisch, it would not.  It would simply add a ‘paper street’ line to the Serra Mesa Community Plan. 

James reported on the action of the committee to choose a subcontractor to prepare the EIR.

It was noted that the six acres along Phyllis Place scheduled to be a park are not within the Quarry Falls Specific Plan.  It is currently zone for single family homes, but would not have to be rezoned to have a park built instead.

Motion to approve/second:  James/Dicken.  Approved 9-0-0.
